Tatyana Dalrymple MAL Award Winner

Tatyana Dalrymple is currently a
graduate student at The University of Texas
San Antonio. She received her M.S. degree
in Chemistry from the Leningrad State
University, Saint Petersburg, Russia in 1991.
From 1991 till 1993, she was a research
assistant at the Institute of Applied
Chemistry. She then taught Chemistry and
English in a secondary school until 1998;
whereupon, she and her daughter moved to
the U.S. Tatyana decided to further her
education by pursuing anti-cancer research
and was accepted at UTSA in 2000;
however, she did not begin her studies until
the spring of 2004, due to numerous
administrative delays in awarding her U.S.
residency in 2003. Her interest in anti-
cancer research stems from the loss of her
mother to the iliness.

Tatyana has maintained a 4.0 GPA and
works in the bio-inorganic laboratory of Dr.
Judith Walmsley. Her research includes the
synthesis and characterization of multi-
nuclear palladium complexes with different
ligands as potential anti-tumor drugs. She is
also studying the host-guest interaction of
these compounds with small molecules,
possibly known anti-tumor drugs, for the
increase of efficiency of the compounds. As
part of her research, Tatyana is testing
vitro some of the compounds she has
prepared as potential anti-tumor drugs on
cancer cell lines in collaboration with Dr.
Beth Goins at the UTSA Health Science
Center.

Her nominator, Dr. Judith Walmsley
writes: "l believe that Tatyana is highly
deserving of the Educational Reentry
Award. Not only is Tatyana an excellent
student in the classroom, she also has the
potential for becoming a first-rate research
scientist. Upon graduation, her goal is to do
research on drug development either in
industry or a research institute. She is a



pleasant and cooperative person and is well-
liked by her peers and professors. Tatyana
has had to overcome numerous difficulties
in order to resume her education. Although
she is now divorced, her husband at the time
did not want her to go back to school, and
she was in a very difficult family situation.
Tatyana’s earnings as a Teaching Assistant
in the Department of Chemistry and her
graduate student stipend are the sole source
of income for her support and that of her 16-
year old daughter.”

Recommender, Dr. Edward Tiekink
writes: "Ms. Dalrymple is a serious and
conscientious student who shows a keen
interest in her research and cognate areas.
Being an active investigator and participant
in class discussion, Ms. Dalrymple is a most
welcome member of the class and is indeed
performing in the top 20% of the student
cohort, based on class tests. Ms. Dalrymple
presents herself well and is a capable and
confident public speaker. It is my
assessment that Ms. Dalrymple is also
exceptionally interested in chemistry in
general, certainly when compared to her
cohort. This, with her academic background
and training coupled with her teaching

experience, leads me to think that a
successful academic/teaching career
beckons.”

Ask and You Might Receive
While the issues of a glass ceiling or a
systemic failure in the tenure process to
account for a woman’s maternal obligation
are often described as issues that face
women as they advance in their careers,
Sharon Block, an associate professor at the
University of California at Irvine, focuses on
the pay gap and other obstacles that women
face as their careers progress. According to
Block, “Women wind up underselling

themselves.” In her career, she has found
that being assertive has made a positive
difference in the negotiation of her
compensation package.

Now it's Time for Women to Get Even
Tuesday, April 25 was “Equal Pay Day” and
marks the number of days into the year the
average woman must work to earn as much
as a man earned by the end of the previous
year. In 2006, as has been true for about a
decade, women earn only 77 cents for every
dollar men make. While the reasons for the
wage gap continue to be debated, the article
argues that the ability to find a solution lies
within a company and with women
themselves. Solutions like the payroll
assessment and the correction of the
systematic underpayment of salaries by
individual companies, and the establishment
of “wage clubs” to talk about wage issue and
provide support were mentioned. To view

PM CHAPTER OF ISP NEWSLETTER:
Carole Ruth Gatz

Perky Kilbourn writes: “I first met Carole
Gatz when we started the Promethium
Chapter of lota Sigma Pi. At that time
(1979), Carole had been at Portland State
University since 1964. Carole sent her
biographical information for the petition for
Promethium Chapter and the main points of
interest were: 1970-1971 Carole had an
AAUW Postdoctoral Fellowship. 1978-
1979 Carole was an Exchange Professor of
Chemistry at Manhattanville College
Purchase, New York. Carole was honored
with membership in Pi Mu Epsilon, Sigma
Xi, and Phi Kappa Phi as well as lota Sigma
Pi. In 1979, Carole was president of the
chapter of Sigma Xi at Portland State
University. She had professional
membership in the American Chemical
Society, the American Physical Society and
the American Geophysical Union. Carole
had ten publications in peer reviewed
journals and written chapters for a couple of
books. In 1972, Carole wrote Introduction
to  Quantum Chemistry which was
published by Charles E. Merrill Publishing
Company in Columbus, Ohio. In 1983,
Carole wrote an article entitled “How to
Write a Textbook.”  This article was
published in the April, 1983, issue of the Pm
Newsletter. In 1980, Carole was appointed
Vice President when June Boyett left her
position as Clinical Chemist at St. Vincent
Hospital and Medical Center. Carole was
installed as president of Promethium
Chapter of ISP on May 15, 1981, and served
until November 17, 1982, when the new
officers were installed. In spring of 1983,
Carole started working with Bernice
Gilmore on hosting the National Triennial
Convention of lota Sigma Pi. “Under the
lota Sigma Pi Umbrella” was the theme for
the 1984 lota Sigma Pi National Triennial

Convention. By September, 1983, Carole
was Convention Program Chairperson and
Bernice Gilmore was Convention

Committee Chairperson. Carole and Bernice
worked together extremely well for this

successful Convention which was held in
Portland from June 29 to July 2, 1984. Joan
Landsberg wrote a very complementary
report on the Convention for the July, 1984
Pm Newsletter. In 1988, | started working
on a Cartoon-Humor Book for Women

Carole Gatz agreed to write chapters on
“Males Working for Females,” or

“Language.” In 1989, Pm Chapter of ISP
self published the Cartoon Humor Book for
WORKING WOMEN. This book included

Chapter 4 “Language” by Carole Gatz, Ph.D.
In 1991, after some rewriting and editing,
Aha Publishing published The Book for
Working Women(is there any other kind?)

by Pm Chapter of ISP. Chapter 4
“Language” by Carole Gatz, Ph.D. did not

require very much editing. In June 1992,
Carole retired from Portland State
University. In 1997, Mary Soderlind

published a how to book, Making Success
Your Realityby Pm Chapter of ISP. Carole
Gatz wrote two chapters: “How Do You
Get Tenure?” and “How Do you Write a
Grant?” In 1999, Carole and Bernice
Gilmore were co-chair for their second
Triennial Convention. The theme “Reach
Out” was appropriate for this Triennial
Convention because SDE/GWIS (Graduate
Women in Science) and AWIS (Association
for Women in Science) met at the same time
in Portland, Oregon. Women met together
formally and informally and discussed their
mutual problems and opportunities.
Everyone agreed it was a great idea and the
Convention went well. This success was
due to the excellent leadership of Carole and
Bernice. In 2001, | enjoyed taking Carole to
home basketball games of the “Portland
Fire” (the Portland Woman’'s Basketball




Team). We compared our similar
experience of not having any high school
and college women’s basketball teams
which were allowed to play other schools
when we were in high school and college.
There was a period of time in the 1940s and
1950s when the authorities thought that
basketball was athletically too difficult for
women. The fact that my mother had played
and coached basketball in the 1920s was
immaterial. Carole and | were both glad
when the authorities finally realized that
women could play high school and college
basketball. | know that Carole was an active
Bridge player, since her retirement from
Portland State University. In fact, Carole
often reported at Pm chapter meetings on
where she had been to play Bridge. Carole
Gatz passed away on September 1, 2005.
think the Pm Chapter voted to name the Pm
Chapter $1000 scholarship in honor of
Carole Gatz. We will be evaluating three
scholarship applications at our next meeting
on June 2, 2006.

Our February meeting was a program by
Angela Hoffman on her "Adventures in
China." Our winner at the Intel Northwest
Science Expo was Kyung-ha Lee, a junior at
Oregon Episcopal School. The title of her
project was: A Novel Approach in
Preparation of Ti@ Thin Film for Dye-
Sensitized Solar Cell. | have a copy of her
abstract if anyone is interested.
